SUMMER SESSION I

ENG. 1100C: Literature in the Global Context (30758)
Online
Dr. Robert Fanuzzi
In this summer class, we study and enter the lives of people in motion—the heroes, the refugees, the renowned, and the nameless whose migrations shape our global literature.  Texts range from ancient classics like The Odyssey and modern classics such as the graphic novel Persepolis to gripping narrative nonfiction of by Gaiutra Bahadur’s Coolie Woman and Teju Cole’s Open City. Class assignments include creative writing.   

ENG. 1040: Writing for Business (30326)

This course will emphasize the particular skills necessary for clear and efficient communication in business environments. Surveying the diverse forms of professional writing, from emails and cover letters to executive summaries and proposals, students will focus on the role clarity, organization, revision, and research in producing strong and purposeful writing. By the conclusion of the course, students will have collected a portfolio of various forms of business communication. This course will be taught fully online, and will require extensive work with texts and with other students’ writing through peer review exercises.

ENG. 2060: The Study of American Literature (30739)

This course is an introduction to selected American writers and literary movements, with an emphasis on 20th-century literary texts that are concerned with U.S. national and international history.  It will take a comparative approach to texts, writers, and cultures within the United States, drawing connections between literature and its various contexts: historical, social, political, religious, philosophical, etc.  In particular, the course will stress the ways in which cultural mythologies concerning gender, race, class, and region have affected both the writing of literature and the formation of literary traditions.  Readings will include F. Scott Fitzgerald, The Great Gatsby; Zora Neale Hurston, Their Eyes Were Watching God; Tomás Rivera, … y no se lo tragó la tierra / … And the Earth Did Not Devour Him; Maxine Hong Kingston, China Men; and Joseph O’Neill, Netherland.
ENG. 3740: Creative Writing (30738)
Fiction Writing Workshop

Professor Gabriel Brownstein
This is a fiction workshop for anyone interested in writing stories.  Students will explore their language and their imaginations first in a set of storytelling exercises and then in original short stories.  They will read and critique each other’s fiction, and at the end of the course they will put together a portfolio of their best revised writing.  As we work on our own fiction, we’ll read some great writers—a varied set of readings that will help us consider basic problems and difficulties that face writers of stories and novels—and these writers’ works will help us imagine and discuss our own.
ENG. 4994: Seminar in Themes/Genres (30791)

How have vampires, witches, cannibals, and monsters shaped American literary history?  Together we will read and blog about short works by Washington Irving, Edgar Allan Poe, Nathaniel Hawthorne, Henry James, Edith Wharton, H.P. Lovecraft, and Seth Graham Smith’s novel, Abraham Lincoln Vampire Hunter, to find out.

ENG.  1100C: Literature in Global Context (30638)
Online
Dr. Granville Ganter
This completely online course will have no books to buy---all material will be free online. This is a literature class where we will discuss the literature that emerges from intercultural contact---questions of travel writing;  the stories that emerge from conflict between the peoples of Europe, Native-America, Africa, and Asia; immigration, and assimilation. It is a project-based class where students pick a major text to study in the first week of class, and then do several research and writing exercises over the course of the next four weeks. Each piece or work will be added together to generate a final project.  Each week, the class as a group will also discuss some shorter reading works, or discuss an online film, such as Black Robe or Apocalypse Now.  The course format is designed for a flexible summer work schedule.

ENG. 1040: Writing for Business (30031)

This course will emphasize the particular skills necessary for clear and efficient communication in business environments. Surveying the diverse forms of professional writing, from emails and cover letters to executive summaries and proposals, students will focus on the role clarity, organization, revision, and research in producing strong and purposeful writing. By the conclusion of the course, students will have collected a portfolio of various forms of business communication. This course will be taught fully online, and will require extensive work with one required course textbook and with other students’ writing through peer review exercises.
ENG. 2210: Study of British Literature (31371)

Summer travels.  This class will introduce students to the British literature through the theme of travels and ask what it was like for British writers to think about traveling both within Britain, outside of the Island archipelago, and sometimes even across time--to be a stranger in a strange land and sometimes in a strange place.  We'll start with selections from Chaucer's Canterbury Tales, read some Shakespeare and Milton and move on to some 18th and 19th poetry finishing with Joseph Conrad's Heart of Darkenss and J.M. Coetzee's Foe.  It'll be an adventure.

ENG. 3720: Introduction to Creative Writing Workshop (30741)
